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   How far have scientists come 
in discovering a cure for AIDS? 
Some people might say that 
there have not been any signifi-
cant discoveries involving a cure 
for this horrible disease.  
   However, with a new discov-
ery about a man who tested 
HIV negative after having been 
diagnosed with HIV 10 years 
earlier, maybe it’s time to get 
hopeful.
   As rare as this may sound, 
this was not the first attempt 
to treat HIV/AIDS with a bone 
marrow transplant. Between 
1982 and 1996 there were a 
recorded 32 attempts to cure a 
person with the disease through 
a bone marrow transplant. Of 
those 32 attempts, only two 
were actually successful and 
signs of HIV were eradicated.   
   These situations are not likely, 
though. Bone marrow trans-
plants are actually more likely 
to spread the HIV virus than to 
cure AIDS. There are a couple 
of reasons that this procedure 
is not a flawless plan to cure 
AIDS.
   First, it is extremely rare that 
a person could receive an organ 
from the donor containing Delta 
32, which is a mutated gene that 
prevents HIV from attaching it-
self to cells by blocking a recep-
tor called CCR5. Supposedly, 
only one in every one thousand 
Europeans and Americans carry 
this desirable gene.
   Second, bone marrow trans-
plants are very expensive and 
most people cannot afford them. 
   Also, bone marrow transplants 
also tend to be exceptionally 
dangerous. About 20 to 30 per-
cent of transplant patients do 
not make it through the surgery 
because they endure powerful 
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   Many believe Nostrada-
mus he predicted some of 
the most interesting events 
that have occurred in his-
tory.

In fact, 
Mesquita says he has per-
fected a computer model 
over the last 25 years that 
can predict the outcome of 
virtually any international 
conflict,  provided that the 
basic input was accurate.
   Mesquita is currently a 
professor of political sci-
ence at New York Univer-
sity and a Senior Fellow 
at the Hoover Institution.  
He is also called by many 
the “New Nostradamus.”	
   Mesquita uses a math-
ematical formula based 
on his years of research in 
political science and using 
games theory to predict 
future political develop-
ments.   Many of his results 
are dead on accurate.
   Some of his more amaz-
ing predictions are when 
he predicted the second In-
tifada and the death of the 
Mideast peace process,  two 
years before it happened. 
   The Intifada has recently 
been between Israel and 
Palestine in the middle of a

   Some people insist they have a sixth sense and can somehow feel 
or have an intense intuition that an event will take place.  ESP or 
extrasensory perception is perception occurs through sight, hear-
ing, or other sensory ways.  
   These people, who claim they have ESP, are also called psychics.  
These people often harness their inner feelings; it is said everyone 
has the power to harness their inner feelings and one must under-
stand the signs that are accumulating.
   John Edwards, a popular TV medium stated in an online article, 
“Information comes through me in three basic ways: seen, hearing 
and feeling the energy of the person that’s crossed over. In which 
it is a symbolic type 
of lan- guage. “
   ESP powers 
include, but are not 
limited to: telepathy, 
precog- nition, and 
clairvoy- ance.  Telepa-
thy is the skill to read a 
person’s mind, without 
his or her permission 
and tap into their 
thought processes. 
Precog- nition is the 
skill to perceive an 
event be- fore it occurs.   
The per- son will have a 
predic- tion about 
when and where an 
event may occur.  Clairvoyance is the ability to gain information 
about an object, location, and physical event through the known 
human senses, such as, sight, touch, smell, taste and hearing. 
   “I don’t believe they can tell your future. It’s impossible to tell your 
future, your future is not planned,” states Amber Stalbaum, a junior.
   Psychics have long been scrutinized for their beliefs and claiming 
that they were given or tapped into paranormal powers.  In an on-
line survey, forty-one percent of Americans believe that paranormal 
powers are authentic and real.  They say everyone can tap into their 
intuition and perfect the art of following their hunch and seeing 
the future or people’s thoughts. So listen up the next time your gut 
is telling you something, it may be supernatural powers trying to 
surface.
   Alex Redmon, who loves to watch Ghost Hunters, states, “It may 
be possible, spirits and paranormal activity may be real.”

peace process which failed.  
He also predicted who 
would succeed Brezhnev in 
Russia,  the model pointed 
to Andropov. Brezhnev was 
the Russian president who 
was succeeded by Androp-
ov and Mesquita predicted 
who would succeed him. 
   He predicted the Tianan-
men Square incident in 
China four months before 
it happened.  He also for-
mulated that China would 
reclaim Hong Kong 12 

years before they did.
   Mesquita continues to 
surprise people with his 
predictions to this day.  
Much of his work is kept 
secret and the famous 
formula is still  unknown 
to many.  
   The CIA and Department 
of Defense put Mesquita to 
work using his formula to 
help predict the outcomes 
of political situations all 
over the world.  Mesquita 
usually charges $50,000 

for his work. He doesn’t 
consider selling his wis-
dom, but selling a tool that 
can help them get better 
results.  
   Stanley Feder,  a former 
CIA analyst said, “If  you 
hit the target,  that’s great. 
But if  you hit the bulls eye, 
that’s amazing.”
   Alarmingly,  many of his 
predictions are very ac-
curate.   Mesquita has many 
fans such as a handful of 
fortune 500 companies,  the 

CIA, and the Department 
of Defense.  
   There is no shortage of 
people who are fond of his 
work.  Some of his col-
leagues say he is one of 
the most brilliant foreign 
policy analysts there is, 
but others say he is full  of 
nonsense.  The only dif-
ferences in the techniques 
of his predictions are if 
politicians change their 
ideas and make the “right” 
decisions.

drugs and undergo radiation to 
kill off the infected bone mar-
row cells, and this disables the 
immune system.
   The most recent case of this 
transplant being a success is the 
42-year-old man that was diag-
nosed with both leukemia and 
HIV. He received a bone mar-
row transplant two years ago, 
and has since then had no traces 
of HIV. Although miracles 
like these are not completely 
unheard of (some cases in Africa 

show a person ridding their 
body of the disease altogether), 
it is certainly rare and a huge 
advance for the medical world. 
   Professor Andrew Sewell, of 
the University of Cardiff, was 
cited by the BBC as saying that 
knocking out a receptor by a 
gene therapy may be a future 
treatment for AIDS. If scientists 
can discover a way to do so, 
they may be able to cure AIDS 
within the next generation’s 
lifetime.
